Of course, this contact with foreign culture has not always been a feature of the Arab
world: in fact the present situation is in strong contrast to the state of Arabic culture just
over a century ago. Today if an Arab author is unaware of what goes on in the literary
scene in the West, he or she can scarcely be considered a serious writer. On the other
hand, it is true to say that until the first third of the nineteenth century, Arabic poets and
writers and their reading public were alike utterly ignorant of what was happening
outside the circle of Arabic letters.
