Arab-Islamic society is highly defensive of its traditions and cultural heritage, and
researchers throughout the area have conducted many studies seeking to examine the
impact of satellite broadcasting, particularly on Arab-Islamic cultural practices and
attitudes. There is a broad perception that satellite broadcasting represents a form of
cultural imperialism which allows Western culture to penetrate the boundaries of the
Islamic world unchecked.

The notion that satellite broadcasting carries alien values also acts as a barrier for women
in general and young girls in particular, since their parents do not want them to be subject
to its content. Some fathers in the Gulf states believe that satellite programmes are
pornographic, and ask their sons-in-law to promise not to allow their newly wedded
daughters to have access to satellite television. Harbi (1996) argues that girls in the Arab
world who are exposed to satellite channels aspire to travel to the West, especially the
United States and Europe.
